• The Italian Catholic Action acknowledged the Encyclical letter 
as a priceless tool to rethink and to regenerate our ordinary 
social education and our local activities.    

• The reference to “ecological conversion” and to integral 
ecology has been included within educational paths and 
tailored to every stage of life: children, adolescents, young 
people and adults (ACR summer 2017) 

• An engagement to a deeper reflection has been taken during 
the last years, through the organisation of conferences and 
seminars by cultural institutes and journals of Catholic Action. 

• Sustainability Report may be considered as another 
important result in this context. It is a process to evaluate 
social and environmental impact, which is undertaken at the 
national level, but with the perspective to be adapted at the 
local level by many dioceses.
